Native American Tribal Report   Summative format

Students will create a summative format report on a Native American tribe they chose from the selections offered.  This will be an at home project but there will be some class time to work on the organization, the format, and to ask any questions.  We will also use some of our computer time to either find information or materials.  

We have been practicing the writing process in class.  BrainStorm (organize ideas)     Rough Draft(Write in paragraphs)     Revise (Check for focus, detail, and structure)     Edit (C.O.P.S., all grammar)   Final Draft ( something to be proud of that follows directions)
In the spirit of the season to come, this project will be done using turkey finger organizers. Ask your child to explain.  Each finger will represent a main topic.  Each topic should have 3-5 ideas.  Students will create a minimum one paragraph per topic, but may do more.  Each topic should be labeled and separated with a line or space in between.  
Native American culture was very different from that of the European explorers that arrived later.  Your report should focus on the lifestyles and customs of the tribe more than the history.  The diverse lifestyles and perspectives will help reflect how this country developed.  

Below is a list of the topic structure for the written part of the project.  
Brief Introduction- Food –Shelter- Clothing- Lifestyles and customs - Children-  Brief Closing

Also attached are checklists and questions for students to use and ask themselves as they work through this project.  Not all students have the same needs.  Please make sure your child uses what aides them best.  

Students must use a variety of resources to gather information but must start with the assigned text.  Students will be required to hand in a bibliography with your report.  This will be described and explained in class. 
When done, students will present their report to the class. 

 You are required to hand in and be graded on;

1. written report and visual aids- final copy neatly written or typed

2. bibliography of resources- use reference sheet to set up properly

3. presentation of required information and materials listed above

Do not put your written report on any poster board or presentation materials.  It must be turned in separately.
